I 
hereby release and hold harmless, Colonial Harley/Buell/Vespa (hereinafter “Colonial Harley”) Blue 
Knights International Law Enforcement Motorcycle Club, Inc., any of its Executives or Members; and Blue 
Knights Chapter XVII; and any of its Executives or Members, against any and all claims, causes of action, 
or any other liability of any kind arising from my participation in the Blue Knights Chapter XVII Charity 
Poker Run of September 12, 2009. 
 
I certify that I have no known physical or mental impairment that may affect my safety or the safety of the 
group.  I understand that the choice of wearing a helmet or other protective gear is solely my own and that I 
am responsible for my compliance with all State Laws, including those regarding helmets.  I certify that I 
am not under the influence of any narcotic, alcohol or other drug that may impair my understanding or 
judgment and that I will not at any time during the Blue Knights Chapter XVII Charity Poker Run operate 
my motorcycle under the influence of any narcotic, alcohol or any other drug.  I also understand that this 
waiver and release is in force until the conclusion of the Blue Knights Chapter XVII Charity Poker Run and 
covers any and all activities.

POKER RUN RULES 
 

1. First 5 cards: $10.00 and $5.00 for 2 additional cards.  
 
2. A Poker Run Card will be issued for EACH hand purchased. 
 
3. Riding participants must draw one (1) card PER ENTRY at each of the designated stops.  
 
4. Before drawing a card at any stop, the Poker Run Participant will present his/her “Poker 

Run Sheet” to the Official at the stop. Each sheet will be marked by the official as the card 
is drawn by the participant. “NO DUPLICATE CARDS PER SHEET”. No Trading of 
cards from sheet to sheet. Cards MAY NOT be exchanged between hands.  

 
5. Ace is High. No Wild Cards and NO Jokers.  

 
6. Prizes will be awarded at the designated time after the deadline passes and the hands are 

judged.  
 

7. In case of a tie the Participants will draw one additional card – the HIGH card will 
determine the winner.  

 
8. Decisions of the Judges are final.  

 
Winning Combinations (from highest to lowest) 

 
ROYAL FLUSH: A, K, Q, J, 10, in the same suit. 
 
STRAIGHT FLUSH: Five cards in sequence and the same unit. 
 
FOUR OF A KIND: Four Aces down to four Two’s. 
 
FULL HOUSE: Three cards of one rank with two cards of another.  
 
FLUSH: Five cards of he same suit. 
 
STRAIGHT: Five cards in sequence but different suits. .  
 
THREE OF A KIND: Three cards of the same rank. 
 
TWO PAIR: Two cards of one rank and three other cards.  
 
ONE PAIR:  Two cards of one rank and three other cards. 
 
NO PAIR: Rated by the highest card in the hand.  
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
